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PROGRAMMES 

The traditional core programmes for which the 
Institute was created include a fellowsh ip pro­
gramme for Canad ians to study in India and a 
library acq uisitions programme of Indian books 
for Canadian libmies, These programmes are 
funded from the grant made by the Government 
of India. They continued with full Vigor during 
the year. Twenty-five fe llowships were awarded 
to Canadian scholars to study in India. Under 
the Library Acquisitions Programme. the India 
Office shipped thousands of books and Journals 
to member libraries in Canada The programme 
continues to be managed with care and effiCiency 
by a team led by Mr. 5_ D. 5ayaL He now has a 
new asslstanL Ms A, S, lalitha with a degree in 
Library Science. The library Committee under 
the leadership of Dr, Memll Distad has approved 
a plan lor upgrading the [-mail eqUipment of the 
section. This will be accomplished in the near 
future and will facilitate quick delivery of service 

Alter several years of dedicated service. 
Pmfessor Regula Qureshi asked to be relieved 
of her responsibility as the Chair of the India 
Studies Committee. Dr. Stephen Inglis took on 
the onerous task With the help of some old and 
some new members_ 

Another core programme of the Institute 
provides fe llowships to bring Indian scholars to 
Canada and provides Canadian books and 
Journals to Indian universities With an Interest 
in Canadian studies. These programmes are 
supported by a grant from the Department of 
foreign Affai rs and International Trade of the 
Government of Canada. This year the Institute

Government of India approval after successful 
negot iations and appropriate modifications. 
is now being Implemented. Two of the m,lIn 
components are Development Programmes 
and Development EducatIOn Programmes. The 
former includes the Partnership Programme. 
the Development Studies Programme and 
Development Initiatives. The latter includes the 
Summer Programme in India for Canadian stu­
dents and the Journahsm Programme. The other 
main component is Institutional Development. 

The India Stud ies Committee. which oversees 
the fellowship programme for Canadians_ IS ",Iso 
responsible for the Development Studies awards 
component of the (IDA-Shastri ProJe<:l Under 
thiS component the Committee awarded four 
Women and Development fe llowships to 
Canadians and a doctoral fellowship to an 
Indian student. Six undergraduate awards ",nd 
six language training fellowships were also 
awarded In Canada. Five Social SCiences and 
Humanities fe llowships were awarded to Indian 
schola rs to work in Canada. 

The selection of students for th iS year's Summer 
Programme was also made by the India Studies 
Committee. In 1996 the Summer Programme 
became a six-credit course al DalhOUSie 
UniverSity. ThiS year. the fifteen partICipants 
were an all -female gfOup The course was 
meticulously planned to ensure its scholarly 
Quahl~ and implemented With the cooperation 
of the staff in our India OffICe by the Direc tor. 
Ms Brenda Cranney of York University 

The Partnership Programme IS the Single largest 
element In the new (IDA Sha~11I PrOlect II 
prOVides opportunrtles for coll~borallVe devel 
opment-oriented research betwl'en Canadian 
and Indian institutions. Advertlsemerm IIwltlng 
applications under thiS pfOgramme were 
reissued in June With a dead line for receipt of 
applrcatlons by July 31. 1997 A bmatlonal 
selection committee will scrutmlze the applrca 
lions and select the nominees for the iust stage 
of the programme. 

The Partnership Programme Management 
CommIttee. which was to monrtor and review 
this programme under the first ClDA-Sh",stli 
Project. met in Ottawa In May of 1997. 
It reVIewed the final reports prepared by the 
prinCipal and co-invest igators of the projects 
and has made very valuable recommendations 
for the Implementation of the new Partnership 
Programme. Several workshops for the dissemi­
nation of the results of the research undertaken 
as part of the fi rst Partnership Programme are 
being planned for the commg year. 

Dr. Ed Broadbent went to India in January 1997 
as our distinguished speaker and spoke in a 
number of major crtles to large appreciative 
audiences. Hrs tOpiCS included Human Rights 
and Social and EconomIC Rights in the North 
Atlantic DemoClacies. 
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AOMINISTItATIV[ CHANGES 

All the major recommendations of the 
Admimstratlve Review Committee which had 
been approved by the Board in June 1996 were 
implemented in the early pa rt of the year. The 
Committee had emphasized the need to high­
light the binational character of the Institute. 
This was accomplished in a number of ways. 
The names of the two offices were changed to 
Canada Office (instead of Head Office) and 
India Office (instead of Delhi Office). The title 
of tile Resident Director was changed to 
Vice-President (India Office) to dearly reflect 
that the occupant of that position is usually a 
senior Canadian academic who acts as the dele­
gate of the Board In managing the Institute 
affairs in India The Committee had also devel­
oped a number of procedures for performance 
reviews of the staff in the two offices. These 
have been put Into effect dunng the )1!ar. 

A number of major changes have taken place 
In the two offices during the year. The new 
Administrative Director. Mr. M. K. l akhtakia. 
JOined on July 8. 1997. After a long seMce to 
the Institute. Mr. Mahk took his retlfement the 

same day. 

Shastri scholars do not have to be told about 
the years of dedicated service rendered to the 
Institute by Mr. P. N. Malik during his term as 
Administrative Director. We all know that hiS 
performance will be hard to follow. \ wish him 
a very happy future.

FUNDING 

For the past few years the Institute has been 
trYing to confront the problem of operatmg 
defiCIts. The planning and review commIttees 
of recent years have also emphasized the need 
to dlvelslfy our sources of funds and to estab 
IIsh a solid financial base of cOle dollar fundmg 

By far the most extenSive analyses and reeom 
mendations In this area were provided by the 
Strategic Planning Committee. The Boald had. 
after a full diSCUSSion. appr<M':d a senes of 
recommendations at Its 1995 annual meelln!" 
and had asked the Executive Committee to 
Implement them Unforeseen events made 
significant demands on the £xtcutlvt' Commit 
members' time. Dunng the year the preS!owr-'o 
of administrative changes and programme n1M! 
agement made It difficult to devote a gltat dCJI 
of attention In thIS Cfltlcal area of concern 

I am happy In report that the members of the 
Canadian AdviSOry Council have expressed a 
strong Interest In providing the Institute WIth 
advice and support. in Its attempts to m«t thiS 
challenge. Under the leadership of Its new Chalf. 
the Honourable flora MacDonald. we hope to 
make use of the enormous accumulated experl' 
ence and inSights of the Council Two of Its 
members. Dr David Hopper and Mr Sagar 
SilChdev. have already taken active steps In 
providlOg valuable advice and contacts, Olher 
members have indicated willingness to offer 
concrete support when needed. The Board Will 
give Its serious attention to this Issue at Its 
annual meetlOg. I am convinced that systematic 
and serious efforts will ensue.

The India Studies Programme is the fi rst one established by the 
Inslltute. It includes a fellowship programme for Canadian artists. 

\tud(>nls. facu lty and posl-doctoralrcsearchers in India studies and 
tht supply 01 Indian Impnnts to Canadian member institutions with 

funds suppli ed by the Department of Education, Ministry of 
Human ResoUlce Development Government of India 

There werl': 57 applicants IOf the India Studle~ 
awards, with the disciplines most strongly fep 
resented being anthropology, arts. literature. 
religiOUS studies and sociology. last year the 
Board had deCided upon the recommendation 
of the India Studies Committee to expand the 
scope of the arts fellowships beyond the Iradl 
tionallndian performing arts. This year ~aw 
applicants concerned with visual arb and 
textiles as well as performing arts. 

After three years of servmg as chalf of the India 
Studies Committee. Professor Regula Qureshi 
stepped down Dr. Stephen Inglis led the 
Committee th rough the review of the fellowship 
applications at its fall meeting at which 2S were 
selected to forward to the Government of India 
for approval Twenty-four have been approved

A total of I t.908 volumes were 
shipped to member libraries In Canada by lhe 
Shastri office In India dUf1l1g 1996-97, ThiS 
represents a conSiderable contrrbutlon to India­
related teaching and research in Canada. The 
hbfalles at the University 01 Brrt lsh Columbia. 
McGill University and the University of Toronto 
are deSignated as -resource librafies: respond ­
ing to the needs of scholars throughout the 
cou ntry, The Ilbralies at other member Institu­
tions are considered to be -support Irbrarres" 
and are given smaller acqUisition allowances.

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CANADIAN STUDIES 

The Canadian Studies Programme is funded 
by the Department of Foreign and International 
Trade. GOVfrnment of Canada. Illncludes 
fe llowships. a visiting lectureship. the provision 
of Canadian books and journals to India, 
support of Ca nadian Studies Centres in India 
and resources for the Canad ian Studies library 
at the Insti tute's India Office. 

The Indian Selection Committee for Canadian 
Studies fellowships considered liS applications 
of which IS were for docIOIal research, 19 for 
faculty enflchment and 81 for facul ty research. 
Twenty-mne plOposals were forwarded to the 
International Council for Canadian Studu!s In 
QUavr.l lor final consideration. Twenty fellow­
ships were awarded Including two 101 doctoral 
research. eight for faculty enflchment and ten 
for faculty research_ Research tOpICS ranged 
from a comparative study of QuebecoIs and 
Bengali literature to a study of outsourcing 
practices in the Canadian automobile Industry 
faculty enrichment fellowships are Intended to 
assist Indian faculty members in developing 
courses with a signi~cant Canadian element. 
The largest number of faculty enrichment 
fe llowships thiS year wenllo scholars working 
on literature cou rses wi th Interests ranging 110m 
aboriginal literature to tile wri tings of Ca ribbean 
women In Canada.

The ClDA-Shastri Project (CSP) was launched 
by the Insti tute in 1992 with fund ing from the 
Canadian International Development Agency. 
In 1996 CIDA agreed to support a second 
four-year ( IDA-Shastri ProJect. followi ng that, 
a review of the project was carned out by a 
team composed of representatives of the 
Government of India and the Institute. The 
repo rt recommended several changes be made 
pnor to the implementation of the second CSP. 
The GO\Iernment of India gave Its agreement 
to the launching of the second CIDA·Shastri 
Project in 1997. 

The broad purpose of the prOject IS to 
enhance Shastri's role rn caulYZlng collaborative 
initiatives between Indian and Canadian 
institutions and indiViduals In development 
research and studies. 

The second CSP comprises a development 
programme and development education pro­
gramme as well as prO\llsion for institutional 
strengthening. The Development Programme 
Incl udes three parts: the Partnership Programme 
for collaborative binational research prOJects. the 
Development Studies Progra mme for individual 
scholars. and the Development Initiatives 
Program me. The Development Education 
Programme includes the Summer Programme 
for Canad ian students In India and a Journalism 
Programme. Each is presented in more detail

Part of the C1DA-Shastn Project. the 
Development Studies Programme provides 
research ..wards for both Indian and Canadian 
scholars In the field of women and develop­
ment and for Indian scholars undertaking work 
With a development focus in the humanities 
and social sciences_ The programme also pro­
vides study grants for Canadian undergraduates 
and for Indian language training in Canada for 
Canadian students An additional component 
is the Vlsltmg and distinguished spe.ake(s pro­
gramme_ The India Studies Committee oversees 
thiS programme and IS assisted by a fellowship 
selection committee in India. 

Interest among Indian scholars in the competl 
tlOO fOf development studies fellowships was 
keen. though not as high as the previous yeal 
One hundred and thirty-eight applications were 
recelvtd In the 1996/97 competition. Four 
fellowships in humanities and soc.al sciences 
With a development focus were ..warded for four 
months each and one eight-month doctoral 
research fellowsh ip In women and development 
was granted Four of the 15 Canadian applicants 
for fellowships in women and development 
were successful With the followmg awards bemg 
made: a foUl-month faculty research fellowship. 
a twelve-month doctoral research fellowship. a 
two month pilot prOject fellowship and a three­
week VISIting lectureship. 

The Indian fellowship selection committee 
recommended th~t the parameters and subject 
areas for next year"s fellowships contmue 
unchanged_ The pilot prOject and vls!tmg 
lectureship categones had been established the 
year before.
